Solomon Music Academy: Aims

Solomon Music Academy aim is to improve and develop the youth in our community to become more confident.  To empower them with knowledge and the ability to express their own style and way of thinking positively in the music business.  To help them have patience with time and changes in life.

Main reason is to stop youth falling into everyday street crime / drug abuse / teenage pregnancy / alcohol abuse / street violence / shoplifting / truancy from school.

We have started to network with local Metropolitan Police.  We intend to help the young people who are really serious to go to college and further on to University learn about the music business and become experienced in sound engineering or radio presenting, singing or song writing, producing other artists, manager of bands and groups / wardrobe.  All of this experience will help with future employment in the music industries worldwide.

Solomon Music Academy:  IT Course Plans

Solomon Music Academy intend to start computer classes for the under 11’s Saturdays between 10 am – 2 pm

Courses will be held at Harmony Hall, Truro Road, Walthamstow E17

We expect that use of computer technology will help to prepare young children for further uses of computer technology in education and life.

Most jobs today require computer technology so this will help to empower the young.

An Appeal for Funding for Solomon Music Academy

Solomon Music Academy has since February 2002 been involved in a program that enables local youngsters to become involved in the performance arts. It is a "not for profit" organisation based in the Objective 2 Area of Waltham Forest. It aims through music to improve future prospects for local youngsters.

The driving force behind the Academy is Solomon J. Brown a professional singer with a strong sense of community. From 1987 - 1989 Solomon gave his time freely to work at the Reading Central Youth Centre; the Plus One Community Centre and the African Caribbean Centres in Swindon; also at the George Mitchell School in Walthamstow as well as African Caribbean Centre in Leyton providing music services for the youngsters in these areas as he now does through the Academy in Waltham Forest.

He works with an unpaid team of four, police checked, people. They are: -

Solomon Music Academy has gained an enviable reputation in the Borough of Waltham Forest for providing disenfranchised youngsters an opportunity enabling them to enter the music industry as a career even if they have no money to buy equipment or pay for tuition. This fosters an appreciation of the diversity that exists in the arts that may be enjoyed by everyone. Not only has genuine new talent emerged from this venture having gained confidence to successfully enter the marketplace, but children who would otherwise be using their valuable resources on the streets have gained confidence in themselves and in their ability to integrate which enhances their own self image fueling their understanding that far greater things can be achieved through community working rather than the pernicious prevailing stand alone attitude.

Working with young people from 5 to 19 years old, predominantly, but not exclusively of, AfroCaribbean descent, the Organisation provides:

·
Opportunity for participants to develop their creative potential with professional help.

·
Skills towards co-operative workings.

·
The ability to develop the freedom to express themselves through music.

·
An appreciation of musical culture by illustrating the significance of lyrics and music.

The community hall premises at Boundary Road Tenant's Resource Centre had been providing a venue free of charge until their unfortunate recent closure. We are continuing our project in the basement at Occasions Restaurant. We are urgently seeking funding for our new premises due to having grown to over 40 students, including singers, musicians, rappers, dance and drama groups. These groups are separated into 3 main groups, the under 11's, over 11's and adults.

Given the level of enthusiasm and need from the community, this project now requires funding in order to move forward. The self-funding that has, up to now, sustained the project is no longer sufficient and the project is now in danger of being a victim of it's own success.

Future urgent funding is now needed in order to: -

1. Pay for freelance music tutors to cover the demand for tuition. 

2. Cover rent

3. Administration and marketing costs.

4. Funding of sufficient equipment

5. Cost of production of demo recordings and shows.

The above illustrates that this is a valuable community resource bringing together, educating and providing a creative outlet for deprived youngsters who may otherwise find less desirable outlets for their energies.

Funding and help is now urgently required in order to ensure that this valuable community resource does not, like many others, cease to exist and once again fail our children.
